Dear Senator Grassley, 


As a member of the Judiciary Committee, I am requesting your intervention and assistance in seeking a full investigation into the violations of federal law and U.S. Constitutional rights perpetrated by corrupt officials and both State and Federal judges here in the State of Maine. I was encouraged to contact you as a result of your press release, May 3, 2006, after your questioning FBI Director Robert Mueller at an oversight hearing of the Judiciary Committee and your disappointment with answers from the Director. I understand that your questioning the FBI is due to turf battles between agencies and the FBI's mishandling of a Houston case and that the FBI has been unresponsive to your requests for additional information. FBI Director Mueller and field office agents in Maine and Massachusetts have been unresponsive to requests for an investigation into bank fraud, conspiracy to defraud and steal property, with the help of a few Maine judges (State and Federal), possible money laundering, official corruption and obstruction of justice.


Referencing your correspondences to FBI Director Robert Mueller, May 9, 2005 and U.S. Attorney General Alberto Gonzales, June 3, 2005  you are attempting to determine whether the FBI's mishandling of the Houston case was simply an isolated instance of miscommunication or an example of a broader institutional failure of the FBI to adequately coordinate its efforts with other federal law enforcement agencies. Attached are correspondences from Philip Castora, a 30+ year licensed Private Investigator in the State of Maine (now retired), who has spent years of investigating and years seeking a full investigation into our documented evidence of official and judicial corruption, official and judicial misconduct, abuse of power, and obstruction of justice: 


1) Correspondence to Director Robert Mueller, March 13, 2005 - no response  


2) Correspondence from Daniel O'Brien, FBI, July 25, 2005 


3) Correspondence to Daniel O'Brien, cc'd to Director Mueller, August 11, 2005 


4) Correspondence to FBI, Maine field office, January 12, 2006 - no response 


These communications will show cause as to why a full investigation is warranted into my documented evidence and give examples of "broader institutional failures." These are serious issues that deserve high-level attention and a thorough investigation. In order to gain a full understanding of what is occurring within the abusive State of Maine, in concert with both State and Federal Judges, I am requesting the opportunity to testify, with documented evidence, before the Judiciary Committee in Washington. Also attached is correspondence to Rep. James Sensenbrenner, July 14, 2004 to which there was no response.


I fully realize that your inquiries into various agencies concern national security and terrorism. However, terrorism has grown up in the State of Maine and the security of Maine citizens is at high risk with the abuse, retaliation and harassment of good, decent, law-abiding citizens who have sought help from Maine's Congressional representatives, Maine's elected officials, Maine's law enforcement agencies, the FBI in Washington and Maine and the courts, both State and Federal, all to no avail. Your letters indicate a strong disincentive for anyone outside the FBI to investigate cross-border financial crimes. That appears to be the case in Maine where financial institutions, in concert with elected officials and the courts, are violating the law and perpetrating crimes against citizens in the State of Maine. Individuals have contacted the FBI field office in Maine and have been ignored. Unfortunately, the safety of the American people is not at the top of every law enforcement agency's list. 


It is impossible for every Congressional Representative/Senator to know what is happening to citizens in each and every State. However, when our communications to our Representatives/Senators regarding criminal activity within our state are ignored, all lawful avenues closed to us, irreparable harm occurring, and loss of life, there must be someone to turn to for help. Whereas Federal, and State, Courts are involved in these matters and you, as a member of the Judiciary Committee, I pray that you will assist me in obtaining a full investigation by the Justice Department and hold accountable individuals involved in this criminal network.
